Information mails containing links and news or changes will be
sent to all participants in the 3rd week and the final week prior to
the start date. Please inform us immediately if you have not
received any mail three weeks beforehand at the e-mail address
you specified on registration.

Time recording will be carried out using a Timit transponder that
will be provided by the organiser.

The transponders must be handled with care and returned
following the event. A fee of 80 euros (cost of the transponder)
will be charged in the event of loss or damage.

Registration will take place online via our homepage with a link
to Raceresult from 01 October 2023.

Inclusion in the starting list will take place once payment of the
starting fee has been received.

The closing date for registering is 15" July 2023. Late entries
(without T-shirts & sponser kits) will be possible the day before
the event.

If a high number of participants are set to take part, starting will
take place in several groups spaced approx. 5 minutes apart.
On registering, participants affirm that they are physically
healthy. They also affirm that they are sufficiently fit to complete
the target distance and that they are aware of the
circumstances of swimming in open water.

Lake Constance district DLRG (German Lifeguard Society) staff
will be present in the finish area and along the course. The
swimmers will be accompanied by DLRG boats, canoeists and
SUP paddlers.

Participants are aware that they take part at their own risk. They
are aware of the risks to life, limb or health due to drowning,
hypothermia, burning, lightning strike, accidents involving other
swimmers or watercraft and other dangers in open water.

The event can be cancelled by the organiser due to poor weather
conditions (storm warning) such as thunderstorms, heavy rain or
a water temperature of less than 15 degrees without any refund
of the starting fee.

The organiser accepts no liability for lost items or theft.

The participants expressly release the organiser and its vicarious
agents from liability for any damage that they may incur and from
any claims for damages.

The organiser reserves the right to reject registrations without
stating the reason or to issue a ban on starting.

The return ticket is included in
the registration fee.

Each participant will be presented with a digital certificate with
their individual time after completing the course. By registering,
each participant authorises the organiser to publish the data and
photographs collected and stored as part of the event and to
permit third parties to publish these personal data and
photographs.
